Durham'’s celebrated Norman Cathedral and Castle are both within two minutes' walk from
the Conference Centre and almost on the doorstep of Hatfield College. Close to St Aidan's
College is the Oriental Museum, Britain's only collection devoted exclusively to Eastern art
treasures, including jade, ceramics and ancient writings. Delegates may also wish to visit
the Botanic Garden behind Collingwood College, and the Museum of Archaeology in the
Old Fulling Mill on the river bank, containing local discoveries from Roman and Medieval
ames.
